Siochana Act 2005.

One of the main aims of the BalbrigganCommunity PolicingForum is to increase communication,

confidence, trust and appropriate information exchange between local residents and relevant

authorities.

How does it work?

One of the most important aspects of the work of the BalbrigganCommunity PolicingForum is

facilitating the holding of regular public meetings. These meetings are open to all local residents and

are attended by senior Gardai and FingalCounty Councilofficials. At these meetings residents are

provided with the opportunity to present their issues directly to senior officialsand Gardai who

make a record. There willthen be follow up public meetings where there will be a report back on

progress made.
